It can also include such items as
automobiles, snow machines, jewelry, furs, household items, etc. You can give your residuary estate to one
person with an alternate. Or you can give it to several people to “share and share alike.”

This person is expected to do the following:

Notify the West-Central Alaska Field Office and the village and regional corporations that you are deceased.
Obtain certified copies of the death certificate.

Locate Will beneficiaries.

Collect your mail.

Cancel credit cards, memberships, and subscriptions.

Notify Social Security of your death.

Notify your employer of your death.

File documents, if necessary, to begin the probate of your estate in the State courts. The West-Central Alaska Field

Office will handle the probate of your restricted estate — your Native allotment and/or townsite lot. The
remainder of your estate would be under the jurisdiction of the State courts.
